POLICE FAMILY VIOLENCE ORDER

TAKE NOTICE THAT on <date> day of <month> <year>, <rank and name of issuing officer> <authorised by the Commissioner of Police> at <place where order made> is satisfied that a family violence offence <has been committed / or is likely to be committed> and orders as follows:

That <full name of person, the subject of the order> must

· not stalk <name of person(s) to be protected>
· not directly or indirectly threaten, harass, abuse or assault <name of person(s) to be protected>
· not approach within <distance> metres or contact directly or indirectly <name of person(s) to be protected> including by telephone, email, facsimile, letter, SMS text message, or any other form of electronic communication,  except for the purpose of

a) meetings by consent between the <name of person(s) to be protected> and <full name of person, the subject of the order> in the presence of a third party to discuss matters relating to the affected children <full names of affected children> or for counselling, and/or family court or legal aid conferences or other matters arising out of their relationship, such contact being facilitated by letter to negotiate such matters; or

b) for contact with the children named above as agreed or as ordered by a court of competent jurisdiction, or

c) during an appearance in court proceedings involving the parties or discussions in the court precincts for the purpose of them consented to by both parties

· not enter or remain on premises at <full address of residence> in which <name of person(s) to be protected> which may be living or staying or where the said person(s) may be staying or living from time to time, 
except for the purpose of <specify condition(s)> for a period of <time> 
hour(s) in the presence of, and prearranged, by a police officer.

· not go or loiter within <distance> metres of the boundary of the premises at 
<full address of residence> in which <name of person(s) to be protected> 
may be living or staying from time to time

· not enter the place of employment of <name of person(s) to be protected> at <full address of premises> 

· on or before <time> <am / pm> on <date> day of <month> <year>, 
vacate premises at <full name of premises> even though you may have a legal or equitable interest in those premises

· not approach within <distance> metres of <name of person(s) to be 
protected>

· not approach within <distance> metres of <specify school and address / child care centre and address> <or other specified premises and 
address> where <name of person(s) to be protected> may be present 
 
from time to time

· immediately surrender <firearms and ammunition> <other weapons> and <any firearms licence or permit> in his/her possession or control to a police officer, and if required accompany a police officer for the purpose 
of surrendering those firearms or weapons

· not apply for any licence or permit under the Firearms Act 1996.

THIS ORDER WILL REMAIN IN FORCE FOR A PERIOD OF 12 MONTHS FROM THE DATE OF SERVICE

Any licence or permit held by <full name of person, the subject of the order> pursuant to the Firearms Act 1996 is suspended by virtue of Section 14(15) of the Family Violence Act 2004 while this order remains in force.
